Select Upper Air and navigate the mouse pointer with MB1 to the dashed (-----------) line at the top of the menu.

Release MB1.

Verify the menu has torn off from the main menu. 

Reposition the menu on the desktop.
The action tears off the Upper Air menu.

The menu repositions on the desktop.



3
Verify the title of the torn off menu is  'Upper Air'.
The title of the torn off menu is  correct.



4
Reselect Upper Air and note that there is no dashed line, indicating to the user that the menu has already been torn off.
No dashed line is on the selected menu.



5`
Verify that the menu items on the torn-away menu are accompanied by 'green times.'
Except for the frame, the pull-down and torn-away menus should appear to be identical.



6
Close the torn off menu.

Reselect Upper Air and note that the dashed line is now exhibited.
The torn off menu closes.

The dashed line is now exhibited on the menu.

Repeat Steps 2 - 6 for the Obs > Lightning menu. 
As expected in Steps 2 – 6.

Wait a minute or two and verify that the inventory time updates as new data arrive.
The green times update.
