1. Too many hazard products (Hard Freeze, Frost)…Consolidate where impacts are the same or similar.


2. Digitized continuous forecast of movement and evolution of convective weather (push-based update).


3. Get into the brains of the forecaster. More frequent discussion (blog, tweets). 

4. Early heads-up. Blizzard (two days ahead). Thunderstorms (two hours). Combination of lead time and uncertainty.


5. NWS needs to make the information more palatable for media. For instance, watch status is not of much use for the general public.
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What are different hazards, and what are the strengths/limitations of products and services?

Joe … Too many hazard products (Hard Freeze, Frost)…Consolidate where impacts are the same or similar. Wind Chill Warnings and Extreme Cold Warning. 

Chris…Weather Underground has more information on storm movement and timing than NWS radar. TV station providing advanced information to EM (not available from NWS). Sometimes conflicting information. One system that has the timing and evolution

Jon…Digitized continuous forecast of movement and evolution of convective weather (push-based update). 
Jon/Lisa…Get into the brains of the forecaster. More frequent discussion (blog, tweets). 
Curtis…Radar information not very good (GGW 120 miles away). NWS ask EMs going on.

Joe…Inconsistent wording…Doppler radar indicated tornado. This tornado will be near.  

Chris…Would use chat…like personal contact with NWS.

Chris…Early heads-up. Blizzard (two days ahead). Could launch a reverse telephone alert asking to prepare for necessities (food, water, and booze) (1300 people).  Thunderstorms (two hours). Comfortable with receiving uncertainty information, but call would give that there is a potential. Combination of lead time and uncertainty.

Curtis…Earlier the better on a winter storm.   

Lisa…By the time there is a warning… it is too late. More than 3 days we want to know. 

Joe…NWS needs to make the information more palatable for media. For instance, watch status is not of much use for the general public.

Curtis…NWS needs more condensed messages. Radio times out due to length of message. 

Chris…Both graphics and text message. 

Curtis…Areas where Blackberries don’t work.

Chris and Curtis…A head’s up product several days out “with uncertainty” is still of value. 

Joe…Additional information is welcome. EAX and TOP are good with chat. Sometimes expiration…extension timing is not good. 

Lisa…Head’s up via GoToMeeting.
